Can’t believe 2 years have gone by already since the re-launching of the
high school Christian fellowship ministry at AFC. It has been both
exciting and challenging at the same time. Lots have changed since |
first got involved with this ministry more than 20 years ago when | did
my first Tyndale internship at AFC.

Currently | am the only staff person who is looking after this high school
ministry. As aresult, | am limited to how many fellowships | can visit and
support each week, even though we have nearly 36 schools all over GTA
that has a Christian fellowship available (see chart below).

Beyond visiting and supporting high school fellowships weekly, we also
have started 2 new ministries under the ONE Connection umbrella. One
is called, “LINK - Leaders In Networking Konnection”. The purpose of
this ministry is to “provide spiritual support and encouragement
through connection among high school Christian fellowship's leaders so
that they may be equipped to lead and guide their specific fellowship to
grow and learn to be more like Jesus and be a witness in their school.”

The other is called, “LEAD Seminar - Leadership Equipping And
Discipling Seminar”. And the purpose of this ministry is to “train and
equip students to better serve as leaders in their high school Christian
fellowship.” This is especially important and helpful for those who are
serving in a leadership role for the very first time.

My prayer is that | will be able
to communicate this important ministry and vision to churches so that they
can encourage the high school students in their congregation to actively be
a part of their Christian fellowship at school and together with other believ-
ers, be a witness for Jesus to their non-Christian friends, teachers, princi-
pals, care-takers, etc..

| have been truly thankful to God that through ONE Connection ministry, |
get to “do life” with not only the student leaders, but the other students
that comes to the fellowships as well. Often | was more than just a volun-
teer coach/mentor to these students. | was a friend that many felt they
could trust to share what was going on with them. For example, | was able
to walk alongside and support a leader who shared with me that her
parents were planning to get a divorce and she was really hurting and didn’t
know how to deal with this traumatic news. Or when | was asked to
provide grief counselling to a high school fellowship because someone that
a lot of them knew in their school had committed suicide and they were
struggling to understand why God allowed such thing to happen to their
friend.

Besides these types of compassion ministry opportunities, | also felt so
blessed to be able to continue and have an ongoing impact to quite a few
student leaders even after they graduated from high school and move on
to university/college life. | often met up with them over coffee to catch up
and listened to them sharing with me about how they have continued to
get involved with campus fellowship. It was absolutely encouraging. God
is indeed doing amazing things in their lives. @

AFCis a mission organization and all ministry staff are missionaries. Minis-
try staff joining AFC after 2014 raises 100% of his or her salary. Starting
January 2017, all ministry staff that joined AFC prior 2014 will also have to
raise 100% of his or her salary.
